We scan and post the document information (usually articles) to a website for you. You will receive an email from: Interlibraryloan@fhsu.edu. This email will give you a password (which is case sensitive and usually some form of your name) and an URL  (http://ariel.fhsu.edu/cgi-bin/ArielDoc.pl ). At that URL, you will enter your email address and the password. You will then be taken to a web page designated for you with your documents listed. Select an article and it will appear on your screen. (You will need Adobe Acrobat on your machine (latest version preferred -- free download at: www.adobe.com). You will also need Java (free download at: www.java.com) on your computer (there are links for both on the URL page). Make sure you have disabled any pop-up blockers as the document opens in another window. You can then read your document or print it off. The article/item will stay at this website for 28 days.
